What impact has this already had on participation in sports?
· The profile of P.E and sport has been raised within school.
· We are very proud to have achieved the Sainsbury’s School Games Mark (Silver Level) for the fourth year running.
· The number of children attending each of our extra-curricular sports is increasing/ staying at maximum level every year.
· We are running extra clubs after school and for longer. This includes more clubs for KS1 and later on in the year Early Years (Summer term).
· We have appointed more children to be Sports Leaders. They run a range of clubs on the playground for example Skipping, Tri-Golf, Basketball, Football and Multi-Skills to enable pupils to take part in physical activity more regularly. 
· In previous years, we concentrated on training children for competitions at lunchtime; now we are able to give all children the opportunity to participate in extra-curricular clubs.
· Lunchtime clubs are now available to both Key Stage One and Two.
· We have introduced more intra-school competitions. This has enabled more pupils to take part in competitive sport.
· We have been able to take two, three or even four teams to several events instead of just one!
· For the second year in a row we are running the Burntwood Football leagues. 
· We have also been able to play more friendly matches against other schools.
· This year we are continuing to play development Football matches on Fridays. This enables younger children and children who do not usually represent the school, to gain match experience.
· We have been able to identify the children who do not take part in competitions and/or extra curricular sport regularly and take them to competitions for example Change 4 Life and our local Winter Olympics competition.
· We have increased the level of physical activity throughout the day including (but not limited to) Maths, lunchtime and after school homework.
· For the last few years we have achieved places in a range of County Final competitions. 


How well are we doing in competitions?
We have had a very successful year this year. We have earned a place in a tremendous 12 county finals and even won two of them! We are extremely proud of the children and very thankful for the help and support that we receive from parents and carers. This would not have been possible without them. Here are the amazing results from this year:

Football:
· Burntwood Y5/6 boys’ A league – winners.
· Burntwood Y5/6 boys’ B league – winners and runners up.
· Burntwood Y3/4 boys’ league – runners up.
· Burntwood girls’ league – winners and runners up.
· Y5/6 Lichfield and District boys’ tournament – runners up.
· Aston Villa Y1/2 tournament - winners and runners up.
· We also took three teams to Aston Villa for an invitational tournament. The A and B teams won all three of their matches leading to a close final in which the B team walked away with Gold medals and the A team with Silver.


Cross-Country:
We were highly successful in this year’s Cross-Country competition with the following teams earning a place in the County Finals:
· Y3 girls - winners
· Y3 boys - winners
· Y4 girls - winners
· Y5 boys – runners up
· Y6 girls – runners up
· Y6 boys - winners
Our Y5 boys went on to win bronze medals at the County Finals too!

Gymnastics:
· We entered three teams this year, with our A team gaining silver medals in both the individual routines and group floor routine and our C team gaining bronze medals in the individual floor routines.

Cricket:
· Our boys’ Y3/4 team won the local competition and went on to the county finals.
· Our Y5/6 team were semi-finalists. 
· Our Y5/6 girls won the Lichfield and Burntwood tournament and went on the win the County Finals too!

Netball:
· We won one match, drew one and lost two matches at the Burntwood and Lichfield district competition. 

Other sports:
· We won the Lichfield and District Indoor Athletics competition and went on to the County Finals at Fenton Manor.
· For the second time, twelve of our children showcased their skills in the Change 4 Life festival. 
· For the first time ever we took two teams to the Burntwood Boccia competition. Our A team won two games and lost two and the B team got to the semi-final.
· Our Tag Rugby A team won the Burntwood tournament and the D team were runners up.
· In the Lichfield and Burntwood Hockey tournament we came third, our highest position to date.
· We won the Lichfield and District Tri-Golf competition and earned a place in the county finals. At the county finals, we won bronze medals!
· In mini tennis, we won the local competition and went on to win the County Finals too!
· Our last event of the year, the Burntwood Swimming gala, ended the year perfectly with another win. We walked away with the winners’ shield for the second year in a row.


How we intend to make sure that these improvements are sustainable:
· Staff are having the training now to enable them to teach P.E more effectively in the future.
· Pupils are currently having training, which will enable them to lead and manage clubs more effectively. We will also arrange for these pupils to teach other pupils.
· The new equipment will help dinner ladies to manage lunchtime activities more effectively.
· The extra Netball nets, courts and Football goals that we have bought will help us to continue to hold competitions into the future.
· We are also hoping that by entering more competitions, especially competitions like Change 4 Life, we will inspire a greater variety of pupils to engage in physical activity now and into the future.
· Movement training, active homework bags and Maths of the Day training will help staff to encourage children to lead active lifestyles and improve both physical and mental health now and in the future.
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
